Å Non-aligned and non-informed  project interventions, resulting in  Lack  of 
community sense of ownership.  

Å Little or no local economic growth and empowerment due to continuous 
use of consultants who parachute in with their people and material and 
shoot out with all profits 

Å Inadequate project intervention impact perpetuate vulnerability of 
targeted groups to the current socio-economic ills. 

Å Development interventions are of  ad-hoc nature  and as such yield 
unsustainable Impact  

Å Unclear project exit strategies e.g. skills development and empowerment 
programmes  , thus creating continuous Dependency Syndrome . 

Å Departments and other institutions work in SILOS resulting in duplication 
and uncoordinated interventions.
